附件二：LETTER FROM EU

Dear Sir or Madame,

If your company is an EU importer unrelated to any Chinese manufacturer of the product concerned, you can come back to us and register Galileo SPA as an "interested party in the proceeding" so that your company is included in our mailing lists for future relevant correspondence on the matter (e.g. notifications regarding decisions on provisional or definitive measures).

Please note that persons shall be deemed to be related if:

a.     • they are officers or directors of one another’s businesses

b.     • they are legally recognised partners in business

c.     • they are employer and employee

d.     • any person directly or indirectly owns, controls or holds 5% or more of the outstanding voting stock or shares of both of them, or

e.     • one of them directly or indirectly controls the other, or

f.     • both of them are directly or indirectly controlled by a third person, or

g.     • together they directly or indirectly control a third person.

h.     • they are members of the same family

Being a registered interested party implies that the company can send us written submissions which we will process and consider in due course. We draw your attention towards the fact that, as stated in the notice of initiation of the proceeding, all information provided should be made available in two versions: one marked "Limited" (=to be read only by Commission officials) and another marked "For inspection by interested parties", which is a meaningful non-confidential summary of the above-mentioned limited document and which is the version that any registered interested party in the proceeding will be able to have. In cases where your company does not provide the required non-confidential version of the submitted confidential information, the Commission may resort to Article 19(3) of the basic Regulation and disregard such information. 

If you do not indicate whether something is limited or not, by default, we deem submissions, including email exchanges, to be "for inspection by interested parties".

Importers that come forward at this stage cannot pretend to be in the sample of unrelated importers but they can indeed be granted access to our files "for inspection by interested parties" for this case and request a hearing (=to meet the Commission to convey their views orally) at their best convenience.
